REVISED - NOTICE OF PUBLIC HEARING 

COMES NOW, the Evansville-Vanderburgh County Human Relations Commission (“Commission”) pursuant to Commission Rule 9.1, does make the following determination:
1. On February 10, 2010, Hollie Thompson filed a complaint with the Evansville-Vanderburgh County Human Relations Commission against Mama Roma’s, alleging sex discrimination, a violation of Evansville-Vanderburgh County Human Relations Ordinance (2.30.010, et seq.) and Title VII of the Civil Rights Act of 1964, as amended (Section 704, 42 U.S.C. § 2000e-3(a), et seq.)

4. Pursuant to the Probable Cause Finding and Commission Rule 9.1, the above stated matter is scheduled for a public hearing on November 11, 2014 at 9:00 a.m. in the Court’s building of the Civic Center Complex, room number to be determined, please contact the HRC for the exact room number.
5. All Parties shall appear with or without counsel at the hearing to answer the charge and submit testimony with respect to the alleged discriminatory practice.

6. Failure to appear will result in an adverse order by default pursuant to Commission Rule 6.1.  In other words, if you do not come to the above scheduled hearing a decision will be issued against you.
7. Each Party who wishes to present evidence and witness testimony must make a written motion in the form of a witness and exhibit list to the Commission specifying the evidence and testimony which is to be presented.  The Commission must give approval of the motion before the hearing, and each party will receive a copy of the other Party’s motion.
