I observed a white female driving a�black Buick Lucerne (Indiana license plate: PXA223; Expiration: 10/28/2023)�driving east-bound on Columbia Street in front of us. I observed that the driver�failed to signal to indicate a left-hand (north-bound) onto Elliott Street. The driver�then made an west-bound turn onto Maryland Street without signaling. The driver�then made a south-bound turn onto Governor Street without signaling. The driver�finally made a left-hand (east-bound) turn into the parking lot of 807 N Governor�Street (Family Laundry) without signaling. I was able to run the license plate of�the vehicle, which returned back to the registered owner being Loretta Staley. I�observed a BMV photo of Staley and identified her as the driver. I also noticed�that Staley was driving the vehicle without a license, a class C misdemeanor.
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       Using my patrol vehicle`s emergency lights, I initiated a traffic stop in the�parking lot of Family Laundry. I approached the vehicle and made contact with the�driver. To confirm, I asked the driver if her name was Staley. She advised it was. I�properly placed her into custody using handcuffs. I read her the Miranda Warning�and asked her if she understood her rights. She advised she understood her rights. I�then searched the interior of the vehicle within Staley`s hand-reach distance. I�located a dog sitting on the front passenger seat, which Officer Trueblood took�control over while I searched. On the front seat passenger floorboard, I observed a�black jacket and a purse. In the purse, I located a small baggie containing a�crystaline substance. Based on my training and experience, I believed the�substance was methamphetamine. I then searched the jacket. In the front right�pocket of the jacket, I located a small black pouch that contained two baggies of a�crystaline substance. Based on my training and experience, I believed these�baggies were methamphetamine. In the front right breast pocket, I located a large�amount of cash, which I would later count out as $505.00.� �       I asked Staley if the jacket belonged to her. She advised it did. I then showed�her the plastic baggies containing the crystaline substance and asked her if they�belonged to her. She advised that the jacket was no longer her jacket, but later�would advise it was. She later advised that the methamphetamine belonged to her�because it helps her with her anxiety and medical problems that she has been�experiencing. I called the transport wagon, Tri-State Towing, and Animal Control�to the scene. Staley was transported to the Vanderburgh County Jail.� �       At the Vanderburgh County Jail, Officer Trueblood and I found another�container in the black baggie. The container contained a crystaline substance.�Based on my training and experience, I believed the substance to be�methamphetamine. This baggie of methamphetamine was ground more finely than�the other baggies, so I asked Staley to confirm what the substance was. Staley�advised that it was also methamphetamine and that she was trying to sell it to make�money. I asked her if she was dealing methamphetamine. She advised she was to�make money for her rent. I was able to capture to confession on my department�issued body-worn camera.� �       Using NARK II test kit #15, I tested all four baggies of crystaline substance.�All four baggies tested positive for methamphetamine. The two baggies loose in�the black pouch weighed 4 grams each. The methamphetamine located in the�container weighed 1.5 grams. The methamphetamine located in the purse weighed�0.25 grams. I properly bagged, labeled, sealed, and secured all four baggies of�methamphetamine and the money (with a written receipt of possession). I placed�all five bags of evidence in the Vanderburgh County Jail`s evidence locker.
